Member Don Miller has been working with Windows 7 since the Beta editions came out, and felt

confident enough to share his knowledge and experiences with this new OS with the membership.

He pointed out some of the differences between W
that stayed nearly unchanged. For instance, a new feature is called Libraries, each of which can

contain both files and folders, but also pointers to similar files and folders, thereby placing access to

similar items, no matter where stored, in one convenient location.

In the new system the entries in Control Panel can be displayed in several ways, but one of those
will be quite familiar. The old standby Outlook Express has been replaced with Windows Live Malil,
which is a free download from Microsoft. Don, also explored some of the Taskbar's new features,
including showing the useful images that pop up when the mouse hovers over an item on the Task-
bar, and how the Notification area (down by the clock) now pops up a small window to show icons
for applications that are running in the background.

Don covered several other new features of Window 7, and answered a number of questions from the
members.

Well done, Don, and special thanks to his wife, lva-Jean, for all the assistance she provided during
the evening - most appreciated.
