may not be  the one in effect !

When you accept Microsoft's end-user license                  

agreement as part of Windows' installation, that                  

click is considered by many people to be as                            

enforceable as a wet-ink signature ð at least in the U.S.  

But I've found that the terms in the EULA you agree to during an installa-

tion may  vary from the license that's posted at Microsoft's Web site. 

In my Dec. 3 Top Story, I tore into the entire Windows 7 licensing deba-

cle. In particular, the Win7 EULA makes certain kinds of Win7 upgrades a 

violation ð even when you follow the instructions in Microsoft's own in-

stallation programs. 

Adding to the confusion are conflicting legal decisions about whether 

"click wrap" licenses constitute fair, legally binding agreements. 

 

E-SIGN, the Electronic Signatures in Global and National Commerce Act 

of 2000 (as shown in a PDF from the U.S. Government Printing Office), 

makes clear that clicking Accept is as binding as a signature.               

But in some cases the terms of the license may change ð and your    

obligations remain open to debate. 

 

After an exhaustive search of case law, I could find no example of a     

Microsoft EULA prevailing in a dispute with a regular, everyday PC user. 

Sure, Microsoft and other companies have pursued counterfeiters and 

others who make money by violating a EULA. Stealing is stealing, and 

software companies have every right to prosecute people who use their 

products without paying. 

However, even though you may pay for Windows fair and square and use 

the program as it was designed to be used, you could still violate the 

EULA.

Google Safe -Browsing and Chrome Privacy Leak  

One of the other things Jabra and I talked about that worried a lot of people was the 
fact that Googleôs Safe Browsing software (built into Firefox and Chrome) could                          
be used to track them. Safe Browsing is designed to protect you from phishing and 
malware sites by using a blacklist approach that gets downloaded to your browser on 
a regular  basis. In an experiment that I let run for 24 hours, I watched the amount of 
connections Firefox made out to Google. It averaged around 30 times an hour. It was 
more like 12 times and then 30 minutes later there would be 18 more and so on. So it 
wasnôt precise. Also, it may not have been a completely valid experiment because I 
may not have had the whole list in place since I never use Safe Browsing. The 
browser may have been trying to download the whole thing, which is why it was send-
ing so much traffic. That said, it still sends an awful lot of traffic, from what I saw. 

Now, that may not be so bad, except that it also gets a cookie with a unique crypto 
string that it sends back to the Google on each request so that Google can send it 
back a portion of the encrypted anti-phishing/anti-malware lists. That cookie though, is 
the problem. The cookie is unique per browser. So letôs say an attacker has been us-
ing their browser for a while, and then an attacker hops on a wireless network a few 
miles away to do their hacking. The cookie is still phoning home to Google periodi-
cally. So if the company theyôre hacking into gets the Feds to issue a warrant/court-
order, Google can theoretically track the attacker back to their original IP address not 
just the one of the wireless.                                                                                                          
They do this by correlating the IP that attacked the company back to Google, seeing 
which cookie was used by this IP during that time frame and then looking at what 
other IP addresses that cookie used. So it becomes critical for an attacker to blow the 
cookie away not only when starting their new network connection with the wireless, 
but also when they tear it down again before starting a new one, if they want to remain 
anonymous.

Beware of Census Scams, WXP News, 2/9/10       Submitted by Parker Monroe 

In the U.S., the official census data is collected every ten years, and 2010 is the year. Expect to see 
scam emails, requesting that you fill out and return an emailed attachment purporting to be from the 
census bureau, or containing a link to visit a web site purporting to be an official census site and pro-
vide your information there. These fake census forms and sites are likely to ask for information that 
the real census form doesn't require, such as your social security number, driver's license number, 
information about your mortgage loan, etc. The real census form asks only ten questions; you can 
see what they are here:

Sure,          
I could believe all that. But hereôs where I have a hard time believing itôs not for  track-
ing.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                         

                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                    
When I started looking at Chrome I noticed two additional pieces of information that 
were being phoned home outside of Safe Browsing. This time, instead of it being 30 
times an hour, it was more like once every 5 hours, which is still quite a bit if you ask 
me. The two extra pieces of data were ñmachineIDò and ñuserIDò - both computed in-
formation based on machine/user information. This information is sent along with a 
bunch of other browser information to ask Google if they should download an update. 
Now hereôs the real question: why would Google need to know my machineID and 
userID to give me an update - wouldnôt the version number of my browser be 
enough to make that decision?  I just canôt believe this isnôt used for tracking. 
Thereôs no more plausible deniability. What a perfect way to spy on people tooé use 

their own browser against them in the name of security. 

Anyway, Safe Browsing is a great feature since it protects you from phishing and mal-

ware sites. Itôs too bad it comes with the baggage of anti-privacy. It doesnôt matter if 

Googleôs privacy policy says they donôt use this information in this way or that way. In 

the face of a court order all that policy hand waving is irrelevant. They have the right/

responsibility and ability to track you and any anyone else who uses their products if 

they are told to by a court of law. Now the international implications of this are un-

known to me, because I am definitely not an international lawyer, but I would suggest 

that legal systems work differently in China and elsewhere in the world, where Google 

also does business. All I can say is that this extra feature of their technology makes 

my skin crawl. Incidentally if you want to turn it off in Firefox go to Tools->Options-

>Security and uncheck both ñBlock reported attack sitesò and ñBlock reported web for-

geries.ò I donôt think thereôs a way to turn off sending your machine or userID from 

within Google Chrome. So my advice for Google Chrome is: donôt use it.

Q. I spent hours making a DVD in Movie Maker. It was to honor my brother at his funeral. When I 

took it to the funeral home, the DVD wouldnôt work. I was told that Movie Maker movies canôt be 

played on a DVD player. A lot of people were disappointed. I would like to give the movie to family 

members. Can I get this DVD to work in a DVD player? 

A. Iôm sorry for your loss. Itôs a shame that the DVD couldnôt be played. But I can help you with your 

fallback project. 

Movies created in Windows Movie Maker wonôt necessarily play on standalone DVD players. Thatôs 

true even if you burn the movie to DVD. This has tripped up a lot of people. 

Windows Movie Maker creates movies in the WMV or AVI formats. These work on computers and 

portable gadgets. 

You need to use a DVD-authoring program to create your DVD. The version of Movie Maker in-

cluded with Windows XP wonôt author DVDs. 

Manufacturers often include software for authoring DVDs. Look for DVD-creation programs that 

came with your DVD drive or computer. Or, you may have a program like Nero or Roxio Creator. 

These will do the trick. 

You also can download a free DVD-authoring program from my site. I donôt recommend download-

ing free disc-creation programs from other sites. They often include spyware. 

If youôre using Vista, you may have the software you need. The Home Premium and Ultimate ver-

sions include Windows DVD Maker. This will create your DVD. Open your project in Movie Maker. 

Then, click File and then Publish Movie.  

Select DVD and click Next. When DVD Maker opens, follow the prompts to create your DVD. 

Windows 7 doesnôt include Movie Maker. Instead, you must download it. The program is still free, 

however. Find the download link on my site. 

You will find DVD Maker in Windows 7. That means you can create your DVD once youôve 

downloaded Movie Maker.  

To create the DVD, open your project in Movie Maker. Find the Sharing section on the Home ribbon. 

Click DVD.

Q. My brother died in 2001, and I only have a couple of photos of him. They were taken by his co-
workers. I have tried to enlarge the photos. But this distorts the images. Is there anything you can 

suggest? 

A. It would have been helpful to know a little more about the photos. Are you working from prints? 
Or, were they taken with a digital camera? Either way, it sounds like there is a lot to overcome.     

So, letôs see what we can figure out. 

If the photos are digital, they are likely only one or two megapixels. These were common photo sizes 
in the earlier days of digital photography. A two-megapixel photo can produce quality 4x5 prints. But, 

things will get distorted as you go larger. 

There really arenôt many solutions for overcoming this problem. But, there are some things you can 

try. First, though, we need to talk about the file format. 

The photos are likely in JPG format. This is a compressed, lossy format. That means that data is lost 
when a photo is saved in JPG. Further, more data is lost every time you save the file. Thatôs bad 

news. When data is lost, the image quality is degraded. 

So, you need to work from a copy of the photo. You can try to improve the copy. If things donôt work 
out, you have the original. You should also save the photo as infrequently as possible. Try to save it 

only after youôve made your changes. 

Now, Iôll bet youôve been trying to enlarge the image by resizing it. This seems logical. However, re-
sizing just spreads the available pixels over a larger area. It is a sure way to get a lower quality im-

age. 

Instead, you want to resample the image. Resampling actually adds more pixels to the photo. With 

more pixels, youôll be able to get larger prints with less distortion. 

Resampling is photographer-speak for interpolation. Basically, the photo program looks at the pixels 
in your photo. It makes educated guesses about what should go between the existing pixels. The 

operative word here is ñguesses.ò 

Resampling the image should help you get a better enlargement. But you may not get it as large as 

youôd like. 

Resampling doesnôt change the print size. Thatôs done elsewhere. Resampling only gives you more 

pixels so larger prints are possible. (Thatôs the value of higher-megapixel cameras, by the way.) 

You can use a program like Photoshop or GIMP to resample the image. Since GIMP is free, weôll 

use it. 

Open your photo in GIMP. Then, click Image>>Scale Image. In the box that opens, youôll see op-
tions for resampling the image. You can use the Width and Height boxes to specify a new size for 
the image. By default, width and height are listed in pixels. You can use the dropdown box to select 
other options. For example, you can select inches. Or, you can resize your photos by specifying a 

percent. 

Also, the aspect ratio is locked by default. The width is automatically changed when you change the 
height and vice versa. Unlock aspect ratio by clicking the link icon next to the Width and Height 
boxes. In most cases, you will want to leave aspect ratio locked. Adjusting height or width individu-

ally will introduce distortion.

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Next, you will want to set the interpolation (resampling) method. I recommend Cubic. Note: Selecting 

None will resize the image without resampling it. When youôve made your changes, click Scale. You 

may need other adjustments to your image after resampling it. 

Another option is to use a program like Genuine Fractals. It works in conjunction with Photoshop or 

Photoshop Elements. It will give you more detail than Photoshop when you enlarge an image. 

At $160, Genuine Fractals is an expensive program, though. And thereôs no guarantee that you can 

go as large as youôd like. 

Now, letôs talk about making an enlargement from a printed photo. Youôll need to scan it into your 

computer. I assume youôve already done this. But you may not have scanned it at a very high reso-

lution. If necessary, rescan it at your scannerôs highest resolution. 

Scanning at a high resolution may take care of the distortion problem. Of course, you can also try 

resampling the photo after you scan it. 

But prints donôt yield the best scan. Negatives are better. So, if you have access to negatives, use 

them. Of course, youôll need a scanner that handles negatives. Digitizing negatives isnôt terribly 

easy. But my tip covers everything you should know. 

You can spend a lot of time trying to get better enlargements of these photos. You can also spend a 

lot of money. 

So, I recommend that you take the pictures to a photo store. Iôm not talking about the photo depart-

ment at Wal-Mart or a drugstore. I mean a store that specializes in photography. 

Most people working at photo stores have been in photography for decades. They can help you get 

the largest possible prints of your photos. 

Youôll pay more for their help. But these photos are worth the expense. Besides, it will be less costly 

than a scanner or software. Remember that the store will still be working with the same limitations.

I can understand why 

you want to keep close watch over them. You will need to buy a scanner to get these images on to 

your computer. Not just any scanner will do the trick, though. The scanner will need to accept slides 

and negatives. Otherwise, you're just wasting your time.                                                                         

You will find many scanners that accept slides and negatives. You can buy a scanner exclusively for 

them. Or, many regular scanners include special attachments.                                                                                                                                                             

Unfortunately, these may not suit you. Dedicated slide and negative scanners cost hundreds of    

dollars. In some cases they approach $2,000. Scanners that use special attachments can be trou-

blesome. You can end up with distorted images if the slides or negatives aren't completely flat.  

Many people have reported less than stellar results.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                            

So, what should you do? Head over to my e-store, that's what! I have a great slide and negative 

scanner. This will do exactly what you need. And it certainly won't break the bank. 

Now, let's talk about photo-editing software. There are countless programs that will help you with 

your photos.                                                                                                                                     

Photoshop is the big name. But it costs $700. Its myriad features make it difficult to use.              

Photoshop Elements is more reasonable in terms of price and features. 

However, you don't need to spend a dime on photo-editing software. I have plenty of free tools on 

my site. I recommend GIMP if you need features similar to Photoshop. Paint.NET is a good program 

that is relatively easy to use. I would start with it. If you need more features, try GIMP. 

Now, there are a couple of other photo programs you need. Download Picasa to manage your pho-

tos and create slide shows and collages. I also recommend IrfanView. This program provides a bevy 

of tools that are a snap to use.

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Hardened flash drive is one tough nut to crack        Windows Secrets.com

The first time you use your IronKey flash drive, you need to enter the master password to do pretty  

much anything. If you forget or lose the password, you can sign in to the IronKey site to retrieve it. 

If you lose the drive itself, you can report it lost so that no one else can sign in to your account. 

The setup routine creates an IronKey icon in the notification area of the Windows taskbar. When you 

click this icon, you're presented with a main menu and control panel. In this way, IronKey is similar to 

U3 flash drives and portable application suites such as winPenPack.  

You can customize the IronKey menu by adding shortcuts to any other portable apps you install to 

the drive. IronKey's identity manager lets you store user names and passwords for the sites you fre-

quent, so you can sign in with a simple point-and-click. Because the IronKey device provides your 

password directly to any secure sites you visit, keyloggers see no keystrokes to capture. 

IronKey pre-installs a version of Firefox on the drive, which means no cached or temporary files are 

left on the computer you're using. If, for some reason, you can't or won't use Firefox, not to worry. 

You can choose instead to open an Internet Explorer window while the IronKey drive is in place. The 

device inserts an icon onto IE's title bar to give you access to IronKey's menu choices. 

These are only a few of IronKey's many security features. Others of note include the following: 

You can store your work files in a folder protected with military-grade hardware encryption. IronKey  

will mount this folder as a drive, but only if you enter the master password. 

The device's self-destruct feature obliterates your stored data if someone enters the password 

incorrectly ten times or tampers with the device. 

The drive's built-in backup utility saves data securely to a folder on your computer. 

Not surprisingly, all these precautions don't come cheap. IronKey's personal version costs $99 for a 

2GB drive and $149 for the 4GB model. The 8GB and 16GB drives will set you back $199 and $299, 

respectively.  

But the device might be a bargain for people who need to take their most-sensitive data and sign-in 

information on the road. If that describes you, an IronKey is one of the safest ways to go. 

Note:  

U3 

A technology that enables specially formatted USB flash drives to run applications. With U3 technology, applications on 

the flash drive can write files or Registry information to the host computer. When the user ejects the flash drive, the files 

and Registry information written to the host computer is erased. With U3 technology, you can carry programs, personal 

preferences, software programs, and personal data on a drive without installing programs, uploading information, and 

leaving data on the host computer.

Spyware and virus' can attack this way. One of the worst is the '360 Virus', in which the pop-up looks 

almost exactly like a Norton 360 Internet Security screen. Clicking on "no", or even the red "X" in the 

top right corner will download the 360 Virus, which can wipe out your pc in no time. Just reboot the 

computer (without closing the browser). Do not click anywhere on the pop -up at all , as any part of 

it can be programmed to download a virus. 

 

Clicking óCancelô on a Pop-Up can mean óAcceptô. Even clicking on the X could also mean óAcceptô in 

some Pop-Ups. 

 

What is a safe way to close Pop-Ups? 

 

Closing the Window thru Alt + F4 

Closing the Browser and start fresh 

Ctrl + W is a good way 

Ctrl + Alt + Del and closing it from the Task Manager, just takes a little longer
