Leave your computer on all the time or shut it down?                        
This is one of the great debates in computerdom.                            
Leaving it on all the time is convenient.                                                

But there are benefits to the occasional shutdown.  

Now, lets throw in hibernation and standby. These pseudo-shutdowns 
help save power. And getting started is faster  than a full shutdown. But 

they don't have the same refreshing benefits of one. 

This shouldn't be so confusing. So, just get the benefits of both using 
Boot Snooze. It will restart your computer and then hibernate or 
standby automatically. You'll get the refresh of a full reboot.               

But the hibernate or standby lets you get back to work faster. 

This is a cool one-button solution. But it does have one limitation.         
It only works if you don't have a password on your user account.      
This is OK, if you're the only one using your computer. Or, maybe you 
just don't like passwords.                                                                         

If you're willing to go without a password, Boot Snooze is great.

This simple app will give you a choice to reboot and go into standby or hibernation. 

1. It will then reboot your computer. 

2. After the reboot, a small dialog with a countdown timer will begin. 

3. After the timer is up, your computer will be put into the mode you chose. 

Note: For hibernation to work, your computer must have "Enable hibernation" 
already checked under your Control Panel, Power Options, Hibernate tab. 

Command line operation -- REQUIRED parameters are: 
 
mode=[reboot|suspend] ('reboot' will reboot and then go to the hibernate/standby de-
lay timer. 'suspend' will skip the reboot and go straight to the hibernate/standby delay 
timer) 
method=[hibernate|standby] 
bdelay=# (where # is the number of minutes to delay BEFORE rebooting) 
adelay=# (where # is the number of minutes to delay AFTER rebooting) 
 
e.g.: c:\path\to\BootSnooze.exe mode=reboot method=hibernate bdelay=0 adelay=5

Q. My wife's computer was invaded by Anti Vir, which took over the machine. Anti Vir kept popping up and wanting her to 
buy it. She couldn't utilize her computer. We finally found a program on my laptop—STOPzilla. It got rid of Anti Vir, but it 
took over 12 hours. Can we report Anti Vir so it stops invading computers and almost forcing owners to buy it? I am sure 
other people have had this problem. If there is a fix, please post it on your site. 

 
A. Well, Richard, I hardly know where to start. This gets us into computer basics. So, it's a good thing it's How-to Thursday! 

This program is known variously as Antivir, Antivir 2010 and Antivir Antivirus. It is a rogue anti-malware program. There are 
many, many of these things. Typically they start with a pop-up while you're on the Internet. They offer a free scan. Assum-
ing you bite, they announce you have Trojans and viruses on your computer. Send us money, they say, and we'll clean 
your computer. Of course, none of this is true. Let's say you actually bought this software. After you ran it, you might want 
to rerun the original scan. It would "find" the same things. 

These programs are technically adware. They get on your computer and demand that you buy. They are known on the 
street as fraudware or scumware. 

There is an additional aspect to Antivir. It is easily confused with Avira AntiVir, a legitimate product. As a matter of fact, I 
recommend Avira. I doubt that the name duplication is coincidental. Your wife probably clicked a pop-up. After all, what can 
a free scan hurt? But in so doing, she allowed this thing to install on her computer. (Fraudware could also be installed via 
an e-mail attachment. Or, it could have been a drive-by download. These take advantage of unpatched holes in Windows. 
But pop-ups are most common.) 

STOPzilla is an anti-spyware program. That's why the pop-ups stopped. Why did it take 12 hours? I'm not sure. Some of 

the people who develop malware programs are good. That thing probably burrowed into Windows. 

I suppose somebody somewhere would take a report. It would be filed under "Things to Ponder on a Rainy Day." In other 
words, it would be a waste of time. Most likely, the people behind this are criminals. And they're probably located overseas.  
Finding them would be next to impossible. And prosecuting them successfully? Don't hold your breath. 

So, if a report won't work, what will? In a word, security. You know what they say in women's curling: Defense is nine-
tenths of the law. (Note to curling fans: I made that up. It's a joke. Do not send me instructive e-mail.) 

There are numerous anti-spyware programs. Some are free. I recommend several on my site. Every Windows user should 
run multiple anti-spyware programs. They should also run spyware scans occasionally. I scan weekly with Ad-Aware, run-
ning it overnight. The scan takes two or three hours.  

Most likely, these programs would have blocked Antivir. Certainly, they could have wiped it out in a scan. 

Often, I get e-mail from people afflicted with fraudware. Their antivirus program isn't helping them. The pop-ups continue. 

That's because antivirus isn't effective against spyware. You need anti-spyware programs. 

Some antivirus programs include anti-spyware tools. AVG does, for example. It's free on my site. 

Now, there are other things you can do. You need a firewall on your computer. The Windows firewall is inadequate. I have 
good firewalls in my Security Center. They're free. A capable firewall makes your computer invisible to hackers on the Web. 
They are constantly probing with automatic programs. Also, if something infects your computer, it can't report back to the 
mother ship. 

Also, you must keep Windows updated. Security issues are discovered regularly. Updates will protect you from drive-by 
downloads. Those are found on Web sites that you are tricked into visiting. The sites determine the holes in your security, 
and download malware. 

And while I'm on my soapbox, here are a couple other things. Use Firefox to browse, not Internet Explorer. Too many vul-
nerabilities are found in IE. You can get Firefox on my site. It's free. 

And be sure the pop-up blocker is working in Firefox. Click Tools>>Options. Select the Content tab. Be sure "Block pop-up 
windows" is checked. Hopefully, that will keep you from ever seeing a come-on.

Q: A friend of mine was recently hacked. Crooks got his banking information and cleaned out his  

account. I don't want to go through all the hassle that he went through. So, I'm taking steps to make 
sure my identity is safe. I signed up for an identity theft protection service. But I need some help with 
my computer. I downloaded security software from your Security Center. Is that all I need? Is there 

some way to test my computer's security? 

A: I can understand why you're concerned. Identity theft is no laughing matter. It can cost you a lot 

of time and money. So, it is good that you're protecting yourself. And it sounds like you are being 

smart about how you do it. 

There are many ways your identity can be stolen. An identity theft protection service can protect you 
from a lot of real-world threats. It will also help with online threats. But you still need to protect your 

computer. 

Your computer holds a lot of personal information. Security software will go a long way to keep you 
safe. You need a firewall, anti-spyware and antivirus. And you need to keep the software up to date. 

But, that's not all you need. 

There are many other programs and processes that affect your computer's security. They include 
programs like Flash and Java. Your Windows settings can also create vulnerabilities. You'd probably 

never know when any of these need attention. 

That is, unless you have the right tools. I've got two programs you'll find invaluable.                       
The Secunia Personal Software Inspector and Microsoft Baseline Security Analyzer will help you 

rest easy. Both are free on my site. 

Let's take a look at how these programs work. We'll start with Secunia's Personal Software Inspec-

tor. 

Developers are constantly working on their software. They often find security holes, and they're usu-
ally quick to fix them. They release updates and upgrades. But you might never know. It's not as if 

they send you a letter or something. 

That's why you need Secunia's Personal Software Inspector. Secunia will help you keep everything 

up to date. This includes Windows, your browsers, Flash, iTunes and more. 

A system check can take a few minutes. Or it can take a lot longer, if you have it check everything. 

When it's finished, you'll get a rundown of your programs. It will let you know what needs updates. 

Unfortunately, it won't update the programs for you. Instead, it will provide a link to the appropriate 

place. You can also read about why the update is necessary. 

I'm careful to keep my programs updated. But Secunia still found a problem. A patch had been re-
leased for the Foxit Reader. I didn't know about it. But Secunia did, and it let me know. Soon, I was 

all patched up and ready to go. 

You may see multiple versions of a program in the report. Some programs, like Java, don't remove 
previous versions after an update. Secunia won't remove these duplicate programs. But you can re-
move them through the Control Panel.

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Now let's take a look at the Microsoft Baseline Security Analyzer. This program does an in-depth 
check of your Windows software and settings. There is some overlap with Secunia. Both will make 
sure your operating system is up to date. But MBSA can find security problems in areas you may not 

think about. 

First, it will check all of your user account passwords. It will alert you if any account has a weak or 
disabled password. Accounts with weak or disabled passwords can be easily broken into. A criminal 

could have easy access to your computer. If you need to make stronger passwords, read this tip. 

It will also check many of your account settings. Is your computer set up to get automatic updates? 
Do you have more than one administrator account on the computer? Is your Windows firewall con-
figured correctly? MBSA also has guides to what settings are preferred and why. Just click the 

―What was scanned‖ or ―Result details‖ links to read them. 

Pay attention to your shared folders. This program will show you all of the folders set up for sharing. 
You may have opened up some private folders. Other people on a network can access files in 

shared folders. Refine your settings to only share what you want. 

Now, remember these programs will not check your antivirus or anti-spyware programs. They also 
won't check a third-party firewall. These security programs will often update themselves. But make 

sure automatic updates are set up for each program. Or you can do regular manual updates. 

Now, you're not out of the woods yet. Security software and the latest updates will go a long way to 
keeping you safe. But you are still vulnerable to flaws that aren't patched. Websites may try to ex-

ploit these. And you also have to watch out for phishing attacks. 

So, you will want to avoid bad Websites. That's easier said than done. I have some free tools that 

will make it just a little easier. Click here to learn more about them and to download them.

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Three Step Fix-up Process for Acronis True Image

Sometimes my customers will send me an email that their Acronis True Image system has been 

working flawlessly, but then it just stopped working. They want to know why it stopped working and 

what they can do to fix it. My answer to them is usually the same; you need to do my three step fix-

up process. In this article, I will share this process with you to use. Its a great way to start to resolve 

problems with True Image. 

Reset your Computer and Windows 

The first step to fixing problems with True Image is to make sure your computer hardware system 

and Windows are reset from any temporary complication. Computers can get confused and end up 

doing strange things. To recover from this confusion, all you have to do is to shutdown the computer 

and then power it up after a few seconds. All devices attached to your computer should also be pow-

ered off and then back on again. This causes the computer hardware to do a physical reset and your 

Windows system to restart fresh. Once Windows is back running again, start True Image and see if 

you are still getting the problem you had before. This simple reset of your Computer hardware and 

Windows will often fix minor problems.  

Reset your Computer Hard Drives 

The second step to fixing problems with True Image is to make sure your computers hard drives 

(both internal and external) do not have any hardware glitches on them. All hard drives, even new 

hard drives, can have glitches on them. Over time, additional glitches may develop on your hard 

drives. While most programs will not detect these glitches, True Image is one program that touches 

your entire hard drive as it runs. So, any hardware glitches on your hard drives will show up when 

running True Image and can cause it to fail and not run properly. 

Cleaning off these glitches from your hard drive will fix any problem that is stopping True Image from 

running normally. Fortunately, this is easy to do using the Error Checking utility that comes with Win-

dows. To run Error Checking on your computer do the following steps: 

¶ Click on Start and then on My Computer (Computer on newer systems). This will bring up 

a list of all of the partitions on your hard drives.  

¶ Right click on one of these partitions, say your c: drive, and then click on the Properties 

menu item that appears. This will display a new box on your screen.  

¶ Click on the Tools tab to display another box on your screen.  

¶ At the top of this last box you will see the heading, Error Checking. Under it, click on the                  

¶ Check Now  button to start the scan of this partition.

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¶ This will find and fix any errors found in this partition. When you complete 

checking a partition on any hard drive, repeat the same steps on another parti-

tion on your hard drive. Continue to do this till all partitions and all hard drives 

have been checked.   

This Error Checking process should be done whenever you start to have errors running 

True Image . As a precaution, you might want to run this process about every six 

months on your hard drives.  

Reset your True Image Software  

The third step to fixing problems with True Image  is to reset your True Image  software 

installed on your computer. Over time, the installed True Image  software may become 

corrupted in some way and no longer functions correctly. The following steps will install 

a fresh copy of True Image  on your computer and also update you to the latest build of 

the software:  

¶ Uninstall True Image  from your computer using the Windows Control Panel 

Add/Remove Programs function (Programs and Features in newer systems).  

¶ Access your Acronis account and find the entry for your registered copy of 

True Image . In this entry, you will find a download link to let you download the 

latest build of the version of True Image  that you run.  

¶ After the new build is downloaded, install it on your computer.  

¶ Recreate the backup tasks that were on your failing True Image  system.  

¶ Test the newly installed True Image  on your computer to see if this fixes your 

problems.  

I have found that if you follow this Three Step Fix -up Process for True Image  that about 

80% of your problems will go away. If you still have problems after doing all of these 

steps, then my customers may contact me at support@ugr.com  and describe your 

situation in detail and I will work with you to help you solve these problems.

―Something popped up on my computer saying I needed an update. I didn't know if it was OK, so I 

didn't do it.‖ Does this sound familiar? Updates are one of the most important things you can do for 

your computer. So what needs updating? The answer is almost all the software on your computer.  

Updates patch security holes that allow access to your computer from outside and correct 

defects in software programs. 

First and foremost is Windows itself. Patches fix security vulnerabilities and program flaws in the Op-

erating System. Most people choose Automatic Updates, which downloads and installs these ―fixes‖ 

for Windows without them having to worry about it. But Windows is not the only Microsoft program 

that needs updating. An option you can choose in Microsoft Update allows it to also take care of Mi-

crosoft Office suite, Microsoft Works, Windows Live, Silverlight, and a whole host of other Microsoft 

products installed on your computer that also need updating. 

 

Of equal importance are updates for your Virus/Spyware program or Internet Security suite.

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Don't know which one you're using? It's time you found out!! Double click on the icon in the lower 

right hand corner of the screen and when the program opens look for the date of the latest definition/

update. It should be no later than yesterday. The virus program can only remove the ―bad stuff‖ if it 

can recognize it, and it gets those descriptions in the definitions downloaded from the Internet. 

 

Now what else needs updating? Java, Flash Player, and Shockwave are three programs that deal 

with animation on websites. Adobe Reader occasionally has newer versions, but there are updates 

for the older versions if you prefer to keep them instead of upgrading. Do you have Real Player, 

Quick Time, or iTunes on your computer? Yes, they need updating too. Alternative browsers like 

Firefox, Chrome, and Safari are on the list. Add e-mail programs like Mozilla Thunderbird and       

Incredimail. Printer software, Support software from your computer manufacturer like HP Advisor 

and Dell Support Center, graphics programs like Photoshop….the list is endless. 

 

So how do you determine which update requests to allow? One way is to open the Control Panel 

and choose ―Add Remove Programs‖ in XP or ―Programs and Features‖ in Vista and Windows 7. 

Become familiar with the list of programs installed on the computer. (If you can't remember all of 

them, at least you have a preference.) If one of these programs requests an update (a popup or noti-

fication in the lower right hand corner of the screen), the answer is ―Yes, thank you for keeping me 

current.‖ 

 

Some of the programs aren't so accommodating. Many can be manually updated by choosing 

―Check for Updates‖ under ―Help‖ on the program's menu. There may also be a choice under 

―Options‖ (Settings, Properties, or some such wording) to automate the process. 

 

There is a website that can help you decide. http://secunia.com has an online scanner  (use ―Scan 

now‖ in the upper right corner, ―Start Scanner‖ on the next page, and check ―Enable thorough sys-

tem inspection‖ on the next page before you hit ―Start‖) that will look at your system and list insecure 

programs. You can also download Secunia Personal Software Inspector (PSI) free for home users.
